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Change of Address

If you move before you officially become a citizen, you must change your address with USCIS.

Follow these steps to change your address:

1. Submit Form AR-11 to USCIS by mail. Form AR-11 is available at www.uscis.gov/ar-11.

· Submitting form AR-11 by mail does not update your address for your pending naturalization application or any other pending applications. After completing step 1 to change your address with USCIS, follow step 2 to change your address for those forms.

2. Change your address on any pending applications by calling 1-800-375-5283. Have the receipt numbers from your pending applications ready when you call.
